It is already public that European politicians had their travel and accommodations covered
by Russia.

It’s even more revealing to find a document listing additional payments (rosopap)

amounting to 21.5k EUR in total for the European political delegation at the event.
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Three days after the forum, Piskorski sent Mirzakhanian an early resolution draft from a
region of Veneto in Italy.

The resolution recognises Crimea as part of Russia and demands that the Italian government
would end the sanction regime against Russia.

Much has been said about Germany’s AfD’s Russian connections so I won't go into much
